The Royal flag was 
replaced by the 
New French Flag.

French became 
the national 
language.

Uniform weights 
and measures 
were adopted.

Abolishment of 
internal customs 
duties and dues.

A centralized 
administrative system 
was established.

National Assembly was 
renamed as ‘Estate 
General’ which was elected 
by the citizens.

Ideas like ‘La Patrie’ (the 
fatherland) and ‘Le 
Citoyen’ (the citizen) 
were adopted.
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
