1 Most colour blind people are born with the condition (congenital colour blindness).
Congenital colour vision deficiencies are usually passed on genetically.
1 A problem with colour vision that arises later in life could be the result of disease,
trauma, or ingested toxins.
1 Medical conditions that may increase the risk of getting colour blindness include

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Policy for use of land acquired under the Coal Bearing Areas
(Acquisition & Development) Act, 1957

Why in News ?

1 The Union Cabinet has approved the policy for use of land acquired under the Coal

Bearing Areas (Acquisition & Development) Act, 1957 [CBA Act].
Key Points

1 The policy provides for utilisation of such land for the purpose of development and
setting up of infrastructure relating to coal and energy.

1 The CBA Act provides for acquisition of coal bearing lands and their vesting in
Government companies, free from any encumbrance.

1 The approved policy provides a clear policy framework for utilisation of followin g types
of lands acquired under the CBA Act: Lands no longer suitable or economically viable for
coal mining activities; or Lands from which coal has been mined out / de -coaled ard
such land has been reclaimed.

1 The Government coal companies, such as Coalrdia Ltd. (CIL) and its subsidiaries shall
remain owners of these lands acquired under the CBA Act and the policy allows only
leasing of the land for the specified purposes givenin the policy.

Coal Bearing Areas (Acquisition and Development) Act, 1957:

1 CBA Act, 1957 provides for the acquisition of land containing or likely to contain coal
deposits and for matters connected therewith.

1 For other requirements, like permanent infras tructure, offices, residence etc. the land is

acquired under Land Acquisition Act, 1894.

About Draft Battery Swapping Policy:

1 Under this Policy, all metropolitan cities with a populatio n above 40 lakh will be
prioritised for development of battery swapping network under the first phase.

1 All major cities such as state capitals, UT headquarters and cities with population above
5 lakh will be covered under the second phase, given the impotance of the two-wheeler
and three-wheeler vehicle segments in growing cities.

1 Vehicles with swappable batteries will be sold without a battery, providing the benefit of
lower purchase costs to potential EV owners.

Note:

1 During the COP26 summit in Glasgow, India committed to reduce carbon emission
intensity by 45%, and take our non-fossil energy capacity to500 GW by 2030 and meet
50% of our energy requirements from renewable energy by 2030, and finally achieve the
Net Zero target by 2070.

1 The road transport sector is one of the major contributors to CO2 emissions and accords
to one third of the particulate matter emissions.

1 Several supporting initiatives have been implemented, such as the Faster Adoption and
Manufacturing of Electric (Hybrid) Vehicles in India (FAME) | and II, and the
Production Linked Incentive (PLI) for National Programme on Advanced Cell (ACC)
Battery Storage (NPACC),to boost indigenous battery manufacturing capacity.

1 India has been one of the largest trading partners and expater of goods and services to
Mauritius since 2007.

1 Rural poverty dropped by 14.7% while urban poverty declined by 7.9% during 2011 to
2019.
1 According to the study, farmers with small landholding sizes have experienced higher
income growth. Real incomes for farmers with the smallest landholdings have grown by
10% in annualized terms between the two survey rounds in 2013 and 2019 compared to
a 2% growth for farmers with the largest landholding.

1 The IMF has also slashed its global growth outlook for calendar year 2022 to 3.6 percent
from 4.4 percent saying that global economic prospects have worsened significantly due
to commaodity price volatility a nd disruption of supply chains caused by the war in
Europe.

Note: Earlier, the World Bank has cut India's GDP forecast for FY22-23 to 8 percent.

Meanwhile, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has also sharply cut India's growth projection

at 7.2 percent for FY22-23, while the second advance estimate of the Ministry of Statistics

and Programme Implementat ion had said that GDP growth would be 8.9 percent.

15.08.2019 and within 09 months of
commencement of the Nidhi (Amendment) Rules w.e.f. 15.08.2019, if they were
incorporated as Nidhis after 2014 but prior to 15.08.2019.
